DAX (Data Analysis Expressions) language for calculated measures and columns. This
step emphasized structuring data effectively to ensure seamless analysis.



e Dashboard Creation

= Visualization Best Practices: The workshop stressed the importance of clarity
and user-centric design in dashboards.

= Building Visuals: Attendees created interactive visuals such as bar charts, line
graphs, slicers, and cards.

= Interactivity: The session covered adding filters, drill-throughs, and bookmarks
to enhance the dashboard’s functionality.

Outcomes: By the end of the session, students were able to:
e Clean and transform raw data using Power BI’s Power Query Editor.
o Develop a well-structured data model with relationships and calculated fields.

« Create dynamic and visually appealing dashboards tailored to specific business needs.
